The foreigners in class who are learning Korean each have different
reasons for moving to Korea and learning Korean.

We met with Bela Zurita (Bo-

“When | first arrived in Korea, there weren’t many Korean language
classes for foreigners. So, | had to study by myself. Then, since 2010,
Korean classes began to pop up. | attended nearby Korean language
classes for a few years and now I'm attending the Korean class at the
Global Center for three months.” Bela said, “Thanks to the organized
and professional curriculum, foreigners who are already familiar with
Korean can receive some advanced education.” She added, “I hope
that these professional Korean programs are offered in more places
so that foreigners get the help they need in adjusting to Korean cul-
ture.” In this manner, the Korean language class at the Global Center
is providing significant support to foreigners, helping them settle into
life in Korea. The Center plans to increase the number of classes to
seven to accommodate foreigners and help them adapt to the local
community more easily.

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Hangul, the beautiful

alphabet of our own

The alphabet that can convey every sound and that can be learned easily by anyone

Who invented
Hangul?

“Hunminjeongeum”, and it was in the late 19th
century when the letters started to be called
Hangul. Hunminjeongeum is defined as the
“right phonetics” that teach the people the
right way; the purpose of the invention was to
cultivate the people by encouraging them to
write and read.

At that time, Hanja, the Chinese alphabet, was
used for texts, which made it difficult for the
people to write texts. King Sejong the Great,
who was distressed at this fact, invented
Hunminjeongeum to offer convenience to
his people. Hunminjeong is designated as
a national treasure No. 70 and has been a
UNESCO Memory of the World Register since
October 1997.
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Principles and Excellence of Hangul

Numerous nations around
the globe have tried to invent
an alphabet to describe their
own languages. However,
there is no other precedent
case as creative as Hangul
invented by King Sejong

the Great in the world
history of alphabets. Due

to the invention of Hangul,
Korean people are able to
express and describe what
they speak in text without
restrictions.

There are a total 28 letters,
which are constituted

of 17 consonants and

11 vowels. These were
invented in accordance
with the scientific principles
where the basic letters of
the consonant were taken
from the shape of sound-
producing organs.

October 9 is Hangul Day

For example, the first consonant
“717is taken after the tongue
end touching the throat, while
the second consonant “L.”
visualizes the tongue attached
to the upper gum. In addition,
“m" s taken from the shape of
the mouth, “A" from the shape
of the teeth and “o” from the
shape of the throat. A stroke

is either added in accordance
with the level of sound strength
or the letters are written in
vertical order to complete other
consonants.

The three basic vowels (¢, —, 1)
come from the shape of nature.
‘e’ visualizes the round shape,
‘" stands for flat ground and
‘1" shows the shape of a human
standing. The rest of vowels
were created by converging
these letters in accordance with
the widening of the lips.

Hangul Day commemorates King Sejong the Great’s invention of
Hangul and encourages the research and distribution of Hangul.
Diverse events are held during the day to increase awareness
on the excellence of Hangul. It also serves as an opportunity to
encourage people to think about the importance of Hangul.
